Trends in the drug abuse situation.
The world drug problem is one of the most
serious challenges facing the present-day
world, destructively affecting the devel-
opment processes of virtually all spheres
of life. It is closely related to terrorism,
cross-border crime, smuggling and hu-
man trafficking.

The state itself and its economy, as well
as society as a whole, are under threat.
The most vulnerable areas are the moral
and cultural, demographic, informational,
environmental and biological spheres of
the society development. The complexity
of combating the world drug problem is
explained by the fact that it can be both a
cause and a consequence of difficult so-
cial, economic and political conditions.

Preparations for the special session
of the General Assembly devoted to the
world drug problem, which was held in
June 2016, provided an opportunity to as-
sess the results achieved, gaps and chal-
lenges in combating drug addiction and
drug trafficking, and to formulate priorities
for further action.

The Head of State and the Government
of the Republic of Kazakhstan set the
task to law enforcement authorities to ad-
equately respond to the ongoing changes
in the drug abuse situation, to take urgent
measures to improve the counteraction to
the spread of drug abuse and drug traf-
ficking.

The problem of combating drug-related
crime has a cross-border nature; it can
only be countered by joint efforts, based
on practical cooperation and coordinated
action by the international community.

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Kazakhstan did not stay away from these
problems and is constantly confronted with
a drug threat. The main factors affecting the
development of the drug abuse situation in
the country are:

- Afghan drug expansion;

- availability of own raw materials base;

- spread of synthetic drugs.

As a result of 2015, the total area of cul-
tivation of opium poppy in Afghanistan de-
creased by 19% and amounted to 183 thou-
sand hectares.

Not being the final destination for the sup-
ply of “Afghan” heroin, Kazakhstan is con-
sidered by international drug syndicates as
a transit zone, with the inevitable settling of
some of the transported drugs. This fact, as
before — isa key factor that negatively af-
fects the status of the drug abuse situation
in the country.

At the same time, according to the esti-
mates of international experts, in recent
years, in the north of Afghanistan, there
has been a reduction in the area of opi-
um poppy, with a simultaneous increase in
the southern provinces. Over the past five
years, in these provinces of Afghanistan,
opium production has reached 95% of the
total volume. Foreign analysts associate
this, first of all, with the change in the routes
of drug trafficking caused by the emergence
of incidences of destabilizing the social and
political situation in the Middle East, in the
countries of North Africa. In addition, di-
rect supplies of precursors from India and
Pakistan to the southern provinces of
Afghanistan had a major impact on the dis-
placement of drug production centers.

The UNODC’s World Drug Report for
2015 also noted a decline in heroin traf-
ficking in key countries through which the
“Northern Route” passed. In this regard,
the so-called “Balkan (Southern) route”
has been activated, via Iran, Pakistan,
Azerbaijan, Georgia and Armenia, providing
direct access to European countries and to
Russia. This is confirmed by unprecedent-

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ed large seizures of heroin in Armenia,
Georgia, Azerbaijan and Iran. Only in the
past two years in these countries about 4
tons of heroin were seized. In 2015, about
1 ton of heroin was totally seized in Tur-
key. At the same time, the transit of nar-
cotics through the “Northern Route” has
significantly decreased and, according to
the forecasted estimates, its volumes to-
day amount to about 30-33 tons.

This trend is confirmed by the data of
the security services of Afghanistan, which
seize no more than 8% of the opium drugs
of the total volume in the country in this di-
rection. Such situation is also noted at the
present time and has a tendency to further
development.

Methods of concealing drugs remain tra-
ditional — among goods, in personal be-
longings, as well as in spaces of road and
rail vehicles in hideouts specially equipped
for these purposes.

One of the most stable means of con-
cealing drugs is the supply of vegeta-
bles and fruit sent to Russia. This is the
main product imported to Russia, but
Kazakhstan is not the main exporter, which
means that most of this product comes
from other Central Asian countries, and to
a lesser extent, from China.

There are, thus, massive opportunities
for traders to mix drugs in trade flows and
movements of large shipments to Russia
via Kazakhstan. From Kyrgyzstan, where
the main route begins in Bishkek, to the
border crossing Kazakhstan in Kordai vil-
lage towards Almaty, then through the vil-
lage of Georgievka in the village of Aya-
guz and Ust-Kamenogorsk town and then
it follows to the territory of Russia. Again,
from the capital of the Kyrgyz Republic
(KR)Bishkek city, the second route for the
delivery of narcotic drugs passes through
Almaty, then through the cities of Sary-
shagan, Balkhash, Karaganda, Astana,
Kokshetau and Petropavlovsk — further to
Russia. The third route passes to the west

cities of Shymkent, Kyzylorda, Aktobe and
Uralsk and then to the territory of Russia.
The main starting point for drug traffickers
on the Uzbek-Kazakh border is Shymkent,
which is considered a strategic hub for
drug trafficking (UNODC, 2012).

An equally important factor that deter-
mines the drug situation in Kazakhstan
is the availability of its own raw materials
base for cannabis group drugs — marijua-
na and hashish. An effective leverage for
blocking drug channels from this province
is the “Kuknar” operation, which is carried
out every year (from May to October). Its
main task is to identify and suppress the
procurement, as well as the channels for
the export of drugs from Shuvalley;carry-
ing out targeted measures in all provinc-
es teliminate traffic channels of “Afghan”
drugs;and identifying and suppressing the
criminal activities of organized criminal
drug groups, as well as increasing the ef-
fectiveness of interagency cooperation to
counter drug trafficking.

These measures have made it possible
to improve the effectiveness of the activi-
ties performed in Zhambyl province and
to fulfill the objectives of the operation as
a whole. With this in mind, drug produc-
ers tried to establish production of potent
drug-containing crops in other provinces.
During the events in Kyzylorda province,
32 plantations of “Indian hemp” were found
and liquidated, with a total area of more
than 50 hectares. According to the content
of tetrahydrocannabinol (narcotic active
component), the type of “Indian hemp” ex-
ceeds the narcotic properties of wild-grow-
ing hemp of Shuvalley by 5 times. This is
due to the increased demand among drug
users for hashish and marijuana made
from “Indian hemp”, and the cost of 1 kg
of marijuana of this type in the drug market
reaches 600 thousand tenge.

Another important factor negatively af-
fecting the state of the drug situation in the
country is the spread of synthetic drugs.

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Due to significant strengthening of the
southern borders of the country and
purposeful work of all interested state
bodies, there is a shortage of heroin.
Against this backdrop, synthetic drugs
of exclusively foreign origin originating
in most cases from South-East Asia: Chi-
na, Myanmar, Thailand, Laos, as well as
Russia, the Netherlands, Germany, Po-
land, and the Baltic States were distrib-
uted. The main efforts of drug producers
are focused on the synthesis of new psy-
choactive substances on the basis of the
basic formulas of already known drugs
by modifying the molecular composition.
It is enough to change the formula of a
substance structurally or to add a few hy-
drogen atoms — asubstance approved in
the appropriate lists by a regulatory act
of any level is out of control. At the same
time, the psychoactive properties of the
substance remain unchanged, and the
state loses control mechanisms and le-
vers against its trafficking. The process
of their distribution and selling is carried
out in a non-contact way using Internet
resources, as well as electronic payment
systems. Delivery is provided by pos-
tal shipments addressed to a customer.
Distribution among consumers is carried
out by the method of stowage in agreed
places only after receiving money through
electronic payment systems. The trans-
fer of information is also provided ex-
clusively through the Internet. In these
conditions, the main task of the compe-
tent authorities was to ensure prompt
response, including the legislative level
to the emergence of new psychoactive
substances in circulation and the adop-
tion of timely control measures. The
above tendencies are determining for the
main directions of activity of law enforce-
ment authorities in organizing counterac-
tion to drug addiction and drug business.

Status of drug-related crime. In
2016, law enforcement authorities of the
Republic of Kazakhstan identified and
registered 8,817 (2015 - 9,549 of crim-
inal offenses related to illicit trafficking

In total in the analyzed period under the
specified article it is registered6,011 crim-
inal offenses.

In the analyzed period, the criminal pros-
ecution authorities registered 6 criminal of-
fenses under Article 218 “Legalization (laun-
dering) of money and (or) other property ob-
tained by criminal means”.

So, in the period from January 2015 to
April 2016 Murzamuratov Z.Zh. created and
managed a criminal group with more than 10
participants, who participated in selling her-
oin drug, and legalized money obtained by
criminal means by purchasing “VAZ-21134"
vehicle.

There is a tendency in increase of regis-
tered criminal offenses on the smuggling of
narcotic drugs by 4% (from 250 to 260).

Basically, the facts of smuggling are re-
vealed in the Zhambyl province — 105(85),
Kostanay — 36(46), transport province—
34(30), Pavlodar — 28(28), East Kazakhstan
— 18(20) and North-Kazakhstan provinces —
18(21).

Most of the smuggling of narcotic drugs is
detected in road transport and rail transport.

Taking into account that in the current year
there is a tendency to increase the registra-
tion of smuggling facts, the volume of seized

56%.

Consideration of this issue shows that the
majority of criminal offenses are connected
with the suppression of the import of small
amounts of drugs.

Among administrative offenses transferred
to the category of criminal misdemeanors
for illegal treatment of drugs 5,160 criminal
offenses were registered, which were pre-
viously classified under Art. 320, 336 of the
AOC RK.

In the context of law enforcement author-
ities, the most part of misdemeanors was
identified by the authorities of internal affairs

Simultaneously there is a decrease in the
number of heroin consumers, which indi-
cates that it has been replaced by no less
dangerous psychoactive substances. Thus,
out of 27,269 registered drug dependent
persons, 41.7% are heroin consumers.

The number of persons who were re-
moved from the register decreased by
16.7% due to death (from 1,132 to 943),
due to overdose - by 48.7% less (from 119
to 61).

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Taking into account the proposals of the
MIA, the Law of the RK “On payments and
payment systems” was adopted, providing
for the legal enactment of the list and types
of payment services rendered on the ter-
ritory of the country, as well as regulating
the rights and obligations of the subjects of
the payment services market (entered into
force on January 1, 2017).

Together with the Committee for Financial
Monitoring, amendments and additions are
made to the Law of the RK “On countering
the legalization (laundering) of proceeds
from crime and terrorism financing”, regard-
ing the enactment of “electronic purses” as
subjects of payment systems.

The entrepreneurial code of the RK is
supplemented with the norms that allow
performing inspections of business entities
in the framework of operational preventive
measures without registering with the pros-
ecutor’s office.

Within the framework of the formation
of the regulatory legal framework of the
Customs Union, participation was made
in the work of the subgroup on simplifica-
tion of customs administration, as well as
the formation of common approaches to
regulating the circulation of medical goods
within the framework of the Eurasian Eco-
nomic Union.

Taking into account the tendency of
the spread of new types of psychoactive
substances and with a view to timely res-
ponding to negative changes in the illicit
drug market, work is underway to improve
the current counter-drug legislation.

As part of this work, in April 2016, an inter-
national seminar was organized in cooperation
with the US Embassy in RK with the participa-
tion of experts from Belarus, Russia, USA and
Central Asia countries, based on the results
of which, Recommendations for the states of
the Central Asian region on improving national
legislations based on best practices for coun-
teracting new psychoactive substances.

Counteraction to illicit drug trafficking is
the most important factor in ensuring sta-
bility in the society and successful develop-
ment of the state.

In 2016, all law enforcement authorities
of the Kyrgyz Republic detected 1,738
drug-related crimes, which is 126 drug-re-
lated crimes or 6.76% less than in 2015
(1,864). The share of drug-related crime
from the total number of crimes registered
in the country was 6.3%.

According to the investigative units of law
enforcement authorities of the Repubilic, in
2016, 1,840 criminal cases were investi-
gated, which is 66 criminal cases or 3.4%
less than in 2015 (1,906).

INFORMATION OF DRUG RELATED
SITUATION IN THE REPUBLIC
OF TAJIKISTAN IN 2016

In 2016, the Republic of Tajikistan con-
tinued to increase the registration of the
number of ordinary crimes. The number of
thefts, frauds, injuries to health, robberies
and plundering, as well as crimes of ex-
tremist and terrorist nature, has increased.

The number of ordinary crimes registered
in 2016 is more than in each of the previous
six years, and in comparison with 2015 it
increased by 1 percent or 171 crimes.

The dynamics of registration of drug-re-
lated crimes is significantly different from
ordinary crime. If the number of crimes of
ordinary nature increases every year, the
number of drug-related crimes tends to de-
crease.

In 2016, 856 drug-related crimes were
registered, which is 11 percent or 109
crimes less than in 2015 (965).

Against the background of an increase in
the number of crimes of ordinary nature, the
share of drug-related crimes in the general
mass of crimes is 4 percent. In 2015, this
indicator was 4.5 percent, and in 2010 - 5.6
percent.

In 2016, the structure of registered
drug-related crimes was dominated by
crimes classified under Art. 200 of the CC
RT (Illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs or psy-
chotropic substances with an intent to sell).
Under this article 639 crimes were regis-
tered (in 2015 - 672), of which 130 are re-
lated to smuggling (Art. 289 of the CC RT).

Under Art. 201 of the CC RT (lllicit circu-
lation of narcotic drugs or psychotropic sub-
stances) in 2016, 181 crimes were regis-
tered, which is 32 percent or 84 crimes less
than in 2015.

In 2016, the number of other categories
of registered drug-related crimes still re-
mained insignificant and amounted to 3 per-
cent or 36 crimes.

Under Art. 204 of the CC RT (lllegal cul-
tivation of plants containing narcotic sub-
stances prohibited to cultivation), 8 crimes
were registered in 2016.

Compared to 2015, the amount of seized
hashish decreased by 3.6 percent or 79 kg
(from 2 tons 188 kg to 2 tons 108 kg), and
cannabis by 32.2 percent or by 293 kg (from
910 kg to 617 kg).

Thus, in the cannabis group drugs,
hashish share increased again, reaching 77
percent.

Seizure of psychotropic substances
and ways of their smuggling

Psychotropic substances are distributed in
illegal traffic mainly in the form of pills, as this
facilitates the ease of their use.

These substances are not produced in
the Republic of Tajikistan, but are smuggled
from other countries.

The first seizure of pills of psychotropic
substance MDMA was registered in the RT
in 2006.

In Tajikistan, consumers of MDMA pills
usually call them “Ecstasy”, without using
other names.

In 2016, as in previous years in the RT,
there were facts of large seizures of pills con-
taining MDMA. This year, law enforcement
authorities and security agencies of the RT
in general seized 13,337 pills of MDMA and
amphetamine from illicit trafficking, which is
18.7% (or 2,104 pills)more than in 2015. Pills
containing amphetamine were first seized in
the Republic, their number was 172 pieces.

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Reasons for the reduction in the
number of seizures of narcotic drugs
in the RT

1) Strengthening the State Border
with Afghanistan.

Taking into account the complication of
the situation in the world, as well as the
activation of terrorist and extremist groups
and the concentration of citizens of the
Central Asian countries who are fighting
on the side of the so-called “Islamic state”
in the northern regions of Afghanistan,
the Government of Tajikistan decided to
attract additional forces and means to
protect the State border. The timely mea-
sures taken have made it possible to block
the road to smugglers and violators of the
state border to a certain extent.

2) Taking counter-measures against
armed drug groups and changing the
route of drug smuggling.

Practice shows that with the streng-
thening of the State Border, organized
drug groups have significantly lost the
possibility of crossing the border. For this
reason, they chose armed attempts to il-
legally cross the State Border and trans-
fer drugs. Recently, as a result of armed
clashes, several active members of or-
ganized criminal groups were liquidated.
After unsuccessful attempts to transfer

drug trafficking routes. The following fact
confirms the above: - On August 15, 2016,
a Tajik citizen who worked as a truck dri-
ver of a Turkish company and transported
a drug from Afghanistan through the ter-
ritory of Iran to Azerbaijan was detained
by officers of the Customs Service of the
Republic of Azerbaijan. In the vehicle’s
cache, 137 kg 225 gr of heroin were found
and seized.

3) Decrease in opium poppy cultiva-
tion and production of opiates in the
IRA.

According to the UNODC, the MIA and
other competent bodies of the IRA, in
2015, compared to previous years, the
area of opium poppy cultivation in Afgha-
nistan decreased by 41,000 hectares, and
opium production - by 3,100 tons, or by 48
percent.

4) Activation of work in the field of
drug abuse prevention, detection and
registration of drug addicts.

In recent years, activities in this direc-
tion have been significantly intensified. In
2016, the Agency initiated 137 cases of
administrative violations and brought to
justice 177 persons, which is 2.2 times
more than in 2015.

5) Strengthening the counteraction
against illicit trafficking in psychotro-
pic substances.

If in 2015 law enforcement authorities
of the Republic seized 11,233 pills of
psychotropic substances from the illegal
trafficking, in 2016 their number reached
13,337 pills, of which - 172 pills of am-
phetamine and 13,165 pills of MDMA.

During the operation “Kuknor-20167,
562 criminal cases were initiated in con-
nection with the illegal drug trafficking, of
which 8 - under Art. 204 of the CC RT (llI-
legal cultivation of plants containing nar-
cotic substances prohibited to cultivation)
and 6 - under Art. 205 of the CC RT (Or-
ganization or maintenance of brothels for
consumption of narcotic drugs or psycho-
tropic substances). It was revealed 126
facts of growth of bushes of wild hemp,
which by cutting and subsequent burning
were destroyed. 1 ton 997 kg of narcotic
drugs were seized from illegal circulation.

Among the population of cities and
provinces of the Republic, within the
framework of this operation, the Agency
together with other ministries and depart-
ments, for the prevention of drug addiction
and prevention of drug abuse, consistent-
ly conducted cultural, sports, preventive
and explanatory activities.

The implementation of Operation “Kuk-
nor-2016” was regularly covered in cen-
tral and regional, as well as in foreign
mass media.

Operation “Morphine”

The law enforcement authorities of the
Republic of Tajikistan, in accordance with
the Plan of Operational procedures, togeth-
er with specialists from other ministries and
departments, organized and conducted op-
eration “Morphine-2016”, during which 819
pharmacies and 169 health facilities of the
Republic were inspected, 25 cases of drug
trafficking were detected and 22 kg 721 grof
narcotic drugs were seized. 17 criminal and
8 administrative cases were initiated.

Operation “Den”

In 2016, officers of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs and other interested ministries and
departments conducted operation “Den”. As
a result of the operation, 118 crimes were
solved, 268 kg 951 gr of narcotic substanc-
es were seized from the illegal circulation,
27 citizens who were wanted were detained,
23 firearms were found and seized.

PREVENTION OF DRUG ADDICTION

Preventive activity in the country is
based on departmental and interdepart-
mental plans, following the results of which
the effectiveness of preventive measures
is monitored.

Preparation of interdepartmental pre-
ventive activity is carried outin accordance
with the National Strategy for Countering
[llicit Drug Trafficking in the Republic of
Tajikistan for 2013-2020 and the Plan of
the Coordination Council for Prevention of
Drug Addiction.

In February 2016, a meeting of the Co-
ordination Council for the Prevention of
Drug Abuse took place, at which issues
of the implementation of this Strategy and
the National Program for prevention of
drug addiction and improving drug addic-
tion treatment in the Republic of Tajikistan
for 2013 - 2017 were considered, and or-
ganizational issues were discussed and
appropriate resolutions were issued.

Within the framework of the UNODC
project “National survey on drug use
among young people”, the Agency to-
gether with representatives of ministries
and departments organized a sociologi-
cal survey among 4,000 pupils of senior
classes of general education schools in
the provinces of the country. The purpose
of this survey was to determine the level
of adolescent awareness of the conse-
quences of using drugs and psychoactive
substances. The results of the survey will
be summarized and published next year.

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ANALYSIS OF THE DRUG ADDICTION
TREATMENT

The units of the drug addiction treat-
ment of the Republic of Tajikistan, imple-
menting the “National Program for pre-
vention of drug addiction and improving
drug addiction treatment in the Republic
of Tajikistan for 2013-2017”, provide the
population with specialized drug addiction
treatment services for diagnosis, treat-
ment and rehabilitation of drug addicts.

According to official data of the Minis-
try of Health and Social Protection of the
Population, as of December 31, 2016,
7,067 drug addicts were registered at
the dispensary register of the drug ad-
diction treatment service. This indicator
in comparison with 2015 (7,313 people)
decreased by 3.4 percent; the reasons for
this are the following factors:

» sustained remission (recovery);

« change of permanent residence;

» imprisonment for more than one year;

+ death.

In 2016, the number of women regis-
tered in the dispensary register amounted
to 175 people (in 2015 - 189), which is
less for 14 people or by 7.4 percent com-
pared to last year.

In 2016, the number of drug-dependent
injecting drug users decreased by 149
people compared to 2015 (from 4,635 to
4,486 people).

STRENGTHENING
THE STATE BORDER

The border troops are an integral part of
the Armed Forces of any sovereign state
and along with the protection of the State
Border ensure the integrity of the state
and its security.

In 2016, the Border Troops, in coopera-
tion with other security agencies of the
RT, carried out 105 operations, including
67 independent operations, as a result of
which 844 kg of drugs were seized, in-
cluding 11 kg of heroin, 73 kg of opium,
619 kg of hashish and 141 kg of cannabis.

During joint operations on the line of the
Tajik-Afghan border, 25 armed clashes
with Afghan drug smugglers took place,
as a result of which 14 smugglers were
liquidated.

capacity. In 2016, within the framework of
bilateral and multilateral cooperation with
the customs services of foreign countries,
CS staff under the Government of the RT
participated in the operations of the Council
of Heads of Customs Authorities of the CIS
countries —“Ice-2”, “Transit”, “Guard-2016”
and the National Center of Communication
of Customs authorities of the CIS countries
“‘RILO-Moscow”-“Gryphon 117, “Westerl-
ise-4”, “Irene” and “Chimera”.

In 2016, Customs Service officers de-
tected 4 facts of drug smuggling and
seized 27 kg of narcotic drugs from illegal
traffic, including 7 kg 492 grams of opium
and 19 kg 176 grams of hashish.

MONITORING THE LEGAL
CIRCULATION OF NARCOTIC DRUGS,
PSYCHOTROPIC SUBSTANCES
AND THEIR PRECURSORS

The improvement of control over legal
circulation of drugs is defined as one of
the main tasks of the National Strategy
for Countering lllicit Drug Trafficking in the
Republic of Tajikistan for 2013-2020.

In order to control the legal circula-
tion of narcotic drugs, psychotropic sub-
stances and their precursors, officers
of the Agency for Drug Control under
the President of the Republic of Tajikistan
carried out131 inspections in medical in-
stitutions and pharmacies. In industrial
enterprises, regardless of their forms of
ownership, 29 inspections were carried
out, according to which 17 orders were is-
sued to eliminate the identified shortcom-
ings.

According to the legislation of Tajiki-
stan, the DCA under the President of the
RTis the body licensing the circulation of
industrial precursors. In 2016, the Agency

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FORECAST OF DEVELOPMENT
OF DRUG SITUATION IN THE
REPUBLIC OF TAJIKISTAN IN 2017

In 2017, negative impact to the drug
situation in the Republic of Tajikistan can
be caused by such factors as:

» large amounts of drug production in
the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan;

« appearance on the territory of the
RT of new types of drugs coming
from abroad, including new types not
subject to the control of the National
list of narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances;

* increase in the illegal import of
psychotropic substances in the Republic
of Tajikistan.

» Taking into account these factors, the
following trends in the development of
the drug situation can be predicted for
2017:

* maintaining the share of drug-related
crimes in the total number of registered
crimes;

« prevalence of the drug share of
cannabis group in the total mass of
drugs seized in the RT;

* increased seizures of opium and
heroin;

+ increase in the volume of seizures of
synthetic drugs;

» strengtheningofregional cooperation,
incl. an increase in the number of
joint operations conducted by law
enforcement authorities of the RT and
the IRA.

INFORMATION ON DRUG SITUATION
IN THE REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN IN 2016

In 2016, work was continued in the sphere
of reduction in demand and supply of drugs
in accordance with the counter-drug strate-
gy defined by the Program of comprehen-
sive measures to counter drug abuse and
illicit trafficking for 2016-2020.

Attention was paid to improving the regu-
latory framework in the field of regulating
the circulation of narcotic drugs and provi-
ding drug addiction treatment, improving
the material and technical base and human
resources of special units of law enforce-
ment authorities and the drug addiction
treatment service.

Counteraction to illicit drug trafficking

As a result of organizational, practical,
operational and preventive measures taken,
law enforcement authorities of the Republic
in 2016 revealed 6,646 facts of crimes re-
lated to drug trafficking (hereinafter in pa-
rentheses are data for the same period last
year — 6,648).

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The detectability of the facts of derelict
(“anonymized”) smuggling significantly in-
creased. So, if in 2015 totally 50 facts were
found and 194 kg of derelict drugs (includ-
ing 101 kg of opium, 27.3 kg of heroin, 57.4
kg of hashish, about 7 kg of koknar and 1.3
kg of marijuana) were seized, then in 2016,
86 cases were revealed, and the rate of
drugs seizure increased more than fourfold,
amounting to 841.4 kg (including 749.6 kg
of opium, about 16 kg of heroin, 46.1 kg of
hashish, 29.3 kg of koknar and 0.4 kg of
marijuana). In most cases, smugglers dig
drugs into the ground, pre-packaged and
wrapped in plastic bags, or leave “caches”
in the border area.

For example:

- during the 2ndquarter of 2016, 24 “cach-
es” were found on the border territories of
Surkhandarya province, 327 kg of opium,
10.8 kg of hashish and 1.6 kg of heroin
were confiscated. Only in one of the cases,
in the hot pursuit it was managed to detain

ullo Omon Ugli (born in 1990), detained
while attempting to smuggle 12 kg of opi-
um across Amudarya River.

In 2016, 110 (138) citizens of foreign
states were detained for committing crimes
related to illegal drug trafficking on the ter-
ritory of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The
majority of people are citizens of: Afghan-
istan - 24 (33), Tajikistan - 27 (27), Russia
- 19 (24), Kazakhstan - 14 (9), Kyrgyzstan
- 9 (8). 340 (364) kg of narcotic drugs were
withdrawn or 10% (14.5%) of its total num-
ber of drug seizures in the country. In ad-
dition, 2,461 (1,422) pills of psychotropic
substances and 45.8 gr. (7,800 | and 89.8
gr) of precursors were confiscated.

For example:

- On January 6, 2016 in Surkhandarya
province, when an attempt was made to
illegally cross the state border and smug-
gle about 30 kg of opium, the citizen of
Afghanistan Gulmamat Khudoiberdi Ugli
(born in 1985) was detained;

- On March 9, 2016 in Tashkent prov-
ince, while trying to illegally cross the state
border and smuggle 4 kg of heroin, the
citizen of Kyrgyzstan Zh.A. Nazyrov (born
in 1985) was detained;

- On June 12, 2016 during the operation-
al activities in Kokand city, Fergana prov-
ince, the Tajik citizen Kh.A. Obidov (born
in 1960) was detained, who was found and
seized about 1 kg of heroin.

In order to identify and suppress the
facts of illicit cultivation of narcotic plants
and to stop drug supply channels to the
Republic from neighboring countries, law
enforcement authorities carried out a two-
stage comprehensive large-scale opera-
tion “Black Poppy-2016”.

As a result of organizational and pre-
ventive and operational-search activities,
1,070 (1,049) facts of illicit cultivation
of narcotic plants were identified. lllegal
crops with a total area of 4,933 (5,132) sq.
m were destroyed.

In the course of the operation, 2,659
(2687) criminal cases related to illicit drug
trafficking were initiated, 1 t 321 kg (621
kg) of narcotic drugs were seized, includ-
ing 3.4 (0.76) kg of heroin, 49.3 (28, 8) kg
of opium, 45.9 (8.1) kg of hashish, 462.2
(437.4) kg of marijuana, 760 (145.5) kg of
koknar.

As part of organization of the month’s
campaign dedicated to the International
Day against Drugs on June 26, an event
was organized with the invitation of repre-
sentatives of the diplomatic corps, the pub-
lic and the media to burn narcotic drugs
seized by law enforcement authorities of
the Republic from illicit trafficking. In the
stoves 1 t 438 kg of narcotic drugs were
destroyed, including 145 kg of heroin, 655
kg of opium, 496 kg of marijuana, 115
kg of hashish, 27 kg of koknar, and a
large quantity of narcotic drugs in the form
of pills and solutions.

Analysis of illicit drug trafficking in Uz-
bekistan testifies to the absence at present
of prerequisites for the mass distribution of
NPS on the territory of the Republic, in view
of the significant share of Afghan drugs
(heroin, opium and hashish) seized from il-
licit trafficking.

In order to prevent the spread of NPS in
Uzbekistan and to take preventive mea-
sures, the interdepartmental Working
Group, established on the basis of the Na-
tional Information and Analytical Center on
Drug Control, continued to improve existing
legislation in the field of countering illicit
drug trafficking. Based on the results of the
work carried out, the draft law “On intro-
ducing changes and amendments to some
legislative acts of the Republic of Uzbeki-
stan” was prepared.

Drug addiction treatment situation

According to the data of the drug ad-
diction treatment service of the Ministry of
Health over the past 10 years, the country
has seen a positive trend in the develop-
ment of the drug addiction treatment situa-
tion in its main indicators.

Thus, the number of drug addicts who are
on dispensary registry for the period 2007-
2016 decreased from 19,868 to 10,505.

The number of drug-dependents of opi-
um groups — 5,420 (2015 —7,977) or 51.6%
(60.3%) of the total number of registered
persons continued to decrease. The num-
ber of heroin addicts — 4,063 (6554) or
38.7% (49.6%) significantly decreased.

Training for personnel of drug addiction
treatment service

In order to train personnel in 2016, 126
doctors were trained at the Department
of Drug Addiction Treatment and Adoles-
cent Psychopathology of Tashkent Insti-
tute for Advanced Training of Physicians
(TIATP): 37 specialists completed their spe-
cialization, 44 were trained in psychothera-
py and rehabilitation of drug addicts, and 45
passed in general and topical improvement
in drug addiction treatment.

To improve the quality of drug addiction
treatment, the staff of the Department of
Drug Addiction Treatment of TashlUV de-
veloped and approved by the order of the
Ministry of Health Ne151 dated 28.03.2016
“Protocols for the treatment of major drug
addiction diseases at the level of district
drug addiction treatment offices”.

In addition, guidelines “Determining
the timing of compulsory treatment of pa-
tients with alcoholism, drug addiction and
substance abuse in specialized treatment
and prophylactic institutions of the Minis-
try of Health of the RU” were developed,
approved and published in the state and
Russian languages, which are distributed
among drug treatment doctors.

The national instruction “Organization of
drug addiction treatment” was published in
the state language, which was transferred
to the organizational and methodological
departments of drug addiction dispensaries
and distributed to drug treatment doctors of
all provinces.

Preventive work

In the framework of the primary preven-
tion of drug use, drug treatment doctorsof
medical and preventive institutions of the
Republic read 7,117 lectures in various
groups of the population, held 2,213 semi-
nars, made 579 broadcasts in the mass me-
dia (newspapers, television, radio).

In the public education system, together
with the health authorities, 4,3 thous. lec-
tures on the prevention of drug use, 4,1
thous. — ontobacco smoking and 6 thous.
— on alcoholism were conducted.

Within the framework of internation-
al cooperation, the Ministry of Public Ed-
ucation carried out work to implement
the “Strong Family” program under the
UNODC GLOKO1 project “Prevention
of abuse of psychoactive substances,
HIV/AIDS and crime among the youth
through family skills training programs”.

The program aims to prevent behavioral
problems in adolescence, including abuse
of psychoactive substances, as well as
strengthening parenting skills and family re-
lationships.

In five pilot schools, selected by the Min-
istry, national trainers conducted classes
with 80 families of students in the 7th grade.

Interim (preliminary) evaluation of the ef-
fectiveness of the program, based on the
questioning of parents and adolescents be-
fore and after participation in the program,
showed positive changes in a number of in-
trafamily and social indicators.

In order to strengthen the role of makhal-
las in preventive work, issues of prevention
of crime and drug addiction are included in
the thematic plan of training courses for the
development of skills of employees of citi-
zens’ self-government bodies at the Tash-
kent regional khokimiyat.

As part of the implementation of preven-
tive measures on the International Day
against Drug Abuse in the provinces of the

country, theatrical performances, sports
competitions, meetings, lectures, question
and answer evenings were held.

With the assistance of the regional com-
missions for drug control in Tashkent, Nu-
kus cities and regional centers, entertain-
ment and sports performances for young
people were organized.

The stage shows about the problems of
drug addiction were performed in makhalla
guzars, parks of culture and recreation.

In 474 summer recreation camps, more
than 5.4 thousand themed meetings and
526 competitions, as well as 567 sports
competitions were organized. Video mate-
rials of preventive orientation were shown.

The Ministry of Higher and Secondary
Special Education jointly with “Kamolot”
carried out competitions in 7 sports under
the motto “Youth against drugs”, in which
427 thous. young people took part.

A purposeful explanatory and preven-
tive work was conducted with representa-
tives of the Uzbek diaspora, students and
migrant workers. With the involvement of
the diaspora and student activists, citizens
were informed about the legal and medical
consequences of illicit drug trafficking and
consumption.

The events of the month’s campaign were
widely covered in the mass media. The cen-
tral channels demonstrated thematic pro-
grams (newscasts, talk shows) and social
videos. In print media, more than 500 fea-
ture articles were published.

International cooperation

In 2016, under the coordination of the Na-
tional Information and Analytical Center for
Drug Control (NIACDC), work was carried
out within the legal framework for bilateral
and multilateral cooperation in the field of
drug control.

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Measures have been taken to fur-
ther strengthen the material and techni-
cal base of the competent bodies of the
Republic within the framework of the im-
plementation of the Amendments to the
Uzbek-American Intergovernmental Agree-
ment on Drug Control and Enforcement of
2001.

With the assistance of the Italian Embassy in
Uzbekistan and the UNODC Regional Office
in Central Asia on April 11-15, 2016, in Tash-
kent a training course “Countering drugs in the
Internet space” was organized for representa-
tives of the MIA and SCC of the Repubilic.

In order to establish a practical mech-
anism for the exchange of operationally
meaningful information between law en-
forcement authorities of Uzbekistan and
Slovakia in the sphere of illicit trafficking in
narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances
and strengthening control over precursors,
an Agreement was worked out for signing
between the Government of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the Government of the Slo-
vak Republic on cooperation in countering
illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotro-
pic substances and their precursors (signed
on September 20, 2016 in Tashkent).

In accordance with the Agreement on
Cooperation between NIACDC and the
Representative Office of the Foundation
named after K.Adenauer in Uzbekistan
in August and September 2016, training
events in Italy and Germany were held on
the topic “German-Central Asian Dialogue

Besides, together with the Foundation
and the Ministry of Public Education, war-
ning and prevention booklets have been
published and disseminated in general
education schools in order to raise stu-
dents’ awareness of the risks and negative
consequences of drug addiction.

Within the framework of Uzbekistan’s
chairmanship of the SCO in February, March
and April 2016, meetings of the Working
Groups of Experts of the Meeting of Heads
of Competent Authorities of the SCO Mem-
ber States with powers to counter illicit drug
trafficking were organized in Beijing.

During these expert meetings, the drafts
of the SCO’s Counter-drug Strategy for
2017-2022 and the Program of Action for its
implementation prepared by the Uzbek side
were prepared for signing.

In the line of interaction with CARICC, Di-
rector and Head of the international depart-
ment of NIACDC, took part in the meeting
of the Council of National Coordinators of
the CARICC Member States held on March
30, 2016, in Almaty, during which the cur-
rent issues of organization of the Center’s
activities were considered.

In order to increase the material, techni-
cal and expert potential of the competent
ministries and departments of the country,
a number of international projects of the
UNODC and the OSCE have been

Law enforcement authorities and other
agencies have been provided with techni-
cal devices and equipment worth over 200
thousand USD in the course of the UNO-
DC project “Countering illicit trafficking of
Afghan opiates through the northern route
by strengthening the capacity of main bor-
der points and establishing border liason of-
fices” - XAC/K22 and the “Global Program
of UNODC and the World Customs Organi-
zation for Control of Container Transporta-
tion” - GLOG-80.

In 2016, in cooperation with the
UNODC and the Embassy of Japan in Tash-
kent, the implementation of a new project
“Countering the smuggling of Afghan drugs
in Uzbekistan through establishment of in-
teragency mobile groups” in the framework
of the UNODC Program for Central Asian
states for 2015-2019 with a budget of 2.5
min USD.

Training courses, seminars and trai-
nings were organized in the framework of
projects for the improvement of the qualifi-
cation of the staff of the authorized bodies
of Uzbekistan. In 2016, 204 employees
of relevant ministries and departments of
the Republic took part in trainings, cour-
ses and seminars on countering illicit drug
trafficking, drug prevention and treatment.
