1. Purpose and Object of the Memorandum

1.1. The purpose of this Memorandum is to
consolidate efforts of the Parties aimed at
promotion of international standards in the sphere
of human rights and fundamental freedoms, of the
rule of law and democratic development,
strengthening the capacity of the Secretariat of the
Ukrainian Parliament Commissioner for Human
Rights.

1.2. The object of this Memorandum is to define
common vision of the Parties on principles and
ways of attaining the Memorandum's purpose that
shall be implemented in the format of project
co-operation in accordance with the 1999
Memorandum of Understanding between the
Government of Ukraine and the Organization for
Security and Co-operation in Europe (OSCE)
concerning the creation of a new form of
co-operation.

2. Ways of Co-operation

To attain the purpose of this Memorandum in
accordance with their respective mandates and
within the limits of available resources, the Parties
will co-operate in the following ways, the list being
not exhaustive:

2.1. Organization and conduct of joint events:
meetings,  seminars, conferences, training
programmes, press-conferences, awareness
campaigns, etc,

2.7. Support the parliamentary control over the
respect of the rights of the child, including free
expression, protection against discrimination and
all forms of violence and abuse, growth in the
family environment, education, health and free
medical care, a standard of living sufficient for
harmonious development, etc.

2.8. Support the observance of the rights of citizens
to information in accordance to the European
approaches and standards, taking into account
digital transformation.

2.9. Translation into other languages, production of
information materials on human and citizen's rights
and freedoms, publication and dissemination of
annual and special reports of the Commissioner
among the broad audience.

6. Final Provisions

6.1. Any amendments or supplements to this
Memorandum shall be agreed in writing between
the Parties through exchange of relevant letters that
shall become an integral part of this Memorandum.
