Norwegian Helsinki Committee
e Alignment of national educational plans with international standards in human rights
education

e All national developments plans, where possible, should include an educational element
characterized by a right based approach.

e Development of national actions plans for human rights education encompassing both
formal and informal education, teacher training institutions, justice and police sectors,
military sectors and other professional work groups (teachers, social workers, health
practitioners), immigrant groups, asylum seekers etc.

¢ Ensuring that human rights education is available and equally accessible to all social
sectors.

e Linking of human rights education to inter-cultural understating and conflict resolution.

e Establishing informational and educational focal points that can report on progress of
implementation of human rights education measures at local and regional levels.

e Enhancing opportunities for cooperation in human rights education among government
agencies, non-governmental organizations, professional groups and other institutions.
