The training is designed to strengthen the capacity of youth in building more equitable attitudes and
gender sensitive behaviours in relation to patriarchal social norms present in their everyday
environment. The adolescence represents a pivotal lifecycle in the socialization process when
attitudes and behaviours are still being developed. Therefore the training aims to raise awareness
regarding toxic masculine culture and develop zero tolerance to such behaviours among young
men/boys and women/girls.. Hence, empowering men and women, boys and girls to recognize and
successfully oppose harmful social norms will, by using their knowledge and skills, make effective
decisions that contribute to healthy, non-violent resolution of relational problems and promote a
society with greater equality and equity.
