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Mr. Chairman,
Excellencies, :
Distinguished delegates,
Ladies and gentlemen,

First of all on behalf of the delegation of the Republic of Kazakhstan let me
express our sincere gratitude to the Organizing Committee and the Government of
Spain for hosting the Conference and excellent organization of the Forum.

Peaceful coexistence of different religions and prevention of religious
extremism are among the most pressing issues of the current world. Interethnic
relations in such polyethnic state as Kazakhstan is an important factor of stable
democratic development of the country. During the years of its sovereign
development Kazakhstan has succeeded in preventing the biggest danger of
accelerated economical and political modernization - rise of the potential for
conflict and split within society along social, ethnic and religious fault lines.

Our main achievements such as positive changes in economy, political
stability, interethnic and interreligious accord are the outcomes of our own efforts,
our inward desire to build true democratic state - the common house for
representatives of various ethnoses and faiths.

Representatives of 130 nationalities confessing 45 various faiths live in
Kazakhstan. The number of religious associations reached 3261. Mutual respect
and tolerance are at the heart of relations between the representatives of various
nationalities and confessions.

The state supports and encourages religious associations in realizing socially
significant activity - charitable, cultural-educational, humanitarian.

In the last years our country proceeded to the development of a new
direction in its foreign policy in order to promote interethnic and religious
tolerance and non-discrimination, development of dialogue of religions and
civilizations.

The Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions was held in
September 2003 under the initiative of the President of Kazakhstan. Delegates
from 21 countries took part in the event. The spiritual leaders consider the
establishment of inter-confessional dialogue, consolidation of efforts of world
religions in struggle for Peace and Accord and prevention of religious conflicts as
important achievement of the Congress. Conducting this significant event on the
territory of Kazakhstan demonstrates recognition by the world community of
unique example of the spiritual accord, peace, mutual understanding and mutual




respect in such multinational and multiconfessional country as Kazakhstan, as well
as efficiency of Kazakhstan model of interconfessional dialogue.

With view to further strengthen world interconfessional dialogue the Second
Congress of Leaders of World and Traditional Religions is planned to be held in
September 2006. :

Unique experience of interethnic and interconfessional accord has been
. accumulated. Today it is extremely important not only to preserve these noble
traditions, but also actively develop them in the national and religious policy of
each state.

Esteemed colleagues,

We are leaving in an increasingly turbulent world. New threats and
challenges, in particular, rise in number of regional conflicts because of religious,
racial and interethnic confrontations, growth of international terrorism and
extremist activities, demand coordination of joint efforts in order to be able to
address such complex problems.

Our country, which has absorbed cultural values, humane ideas and the best
traditions of the world cultures and religions, being in the center of the Euroasian
continent, can serve as a natural bridge between peoples of the West and the East,
an interlink between various faiths.

Six conferences devoted to combating anti-semitism, racism, xenofobia,
interreligious intolerance and other forms of discrimination were held within the
framework of the OSCE. All of them took place in Western Europe.

Distinguished delegates,

In this context I have the honor to inform you that the Republic of
Kazakhstan is ready to host the next OSCE Conference on non-discrimination in
the Republic of Kazakhstan well known for its nature with predominantly Muslim
polyethnic, multiconfessional population.

Holding Conference in Kazakhstan under the theme “Mutual respect and
understanding as aspects of realization of intercultural, interethnic and
interreligious dialogue" in March-May 2006 will ensure consistency and
equilibrium in the Organization approaches to the problems of interethnic and
interreligious intolerance. This could therefore greatly increase efficiency of the
actions undertaken within the OSCE framework, other international organizations,
and on the national level. Moreover, it will become incontestable evidence of
partnership and real equality of all OSCE member-states. From our point of view
this event will serve as one more significant step towards prevention of further
politicization of theological disputes and discreditation one religion in the name of
another. The only way to reach and strengthen mutual understanding and tolerance
is interconfessional dialog.

The words of Pope John Paul II will always be in the hearts of Kazakhstan

people. Having stepped on Kazakhstan ground in September 2001 he proclamed:




“With great excitement I kiss this ground where has begun the new state, the heir
of centuries-old and diverse spiritual and cultural traditions, aspiring now to the
new social and economic targets".

Dear participants,

Considering importance of the OSCE trans-Asian dimension, its key role in
strengthening security and stability, I do hope very much, that you will take into
consideration our appeals. Ideas elaborated and decisions taken at the present
conference, will undoubtedly allow to bring together our approaches to addressing
the pressing issues in all spheres of cooperation.

Today we need to move forward together to strengthen all the positive
actions which have been worked out during recent years and to strengthen peace in
the world through the expansion of peaceful dialogue between religions.
