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OGD Principles
1. Complete:

includes metadata (description of raw data),formulas and explanation 
for data calculations

2. Primary:
data are as collected at the source, with the hightest possible level of 
granularity, not in aggregate or modified forms 

3. Timely:
data are made available as quickly as necessary to preserve the value 
of the data. Real-time data are accessible via a programming interface 
(API)

4. Accessible:
Data are available to the widest range of users for the widest range of 
purposes

5. Machine processable:
data are reasonably structured to allow automated processing

6. Non-discriminatory:
data are available for anyone, with no requirement of registration

7. Non-proprietary:
data are available in a format over which no entity has exclusive control

8. License-free:
Creative Commons Author attribution 3.0 Austria (CC BY 3.0 AT) . 

9. Permanence:
documented with metadata for a long time (version control)

10. Usage costs:
Free because of the foreseen license CC BY
